Woody is a thirty-year radio veteran who has worked in New York, Chicago, San Francisco, St. Louis and Portland. He began his career while in high school when he became a nighttime on-air personality in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. While in San Francisco, Woody joined real-life friends Menace and Greg Gory on-air for what would become The Woody Show. Today, the show also includes cast members Sebas and Gina Grad. 

Broadcasting weekday mornings from 5 to 10 a.m. PT, The Woody Show is a massively popular, highly interactive and socially engaging broadcast radio fan favorite. Listeners, in their own words, call The Woody Show “authentic,” “raw” and “unapologetic,” and describe it as “recess/happy hour on the radio.” The program came to ALT 98.7 in Los Angeles in April 2014 from St. Louis, where they had held the No. 1 position in key demos during their tenure in the market.  Prior to that, The Woody Show also saw success in Chicago and San Francisco. Since 2019, The Woody Show has steadily remained a Top 5 Nielsen-rated show in Los Angeles across all major demos. 

In 2016, The Woody Show was a NAB Marconi Radio Award finalist for Major Market Personality of the Year, and the following year, Premiere Networks launched the program into national syndication. The show was also honored with a 2017 iHeartRadio Music Award in the Rock/Alternative Personality of the Year category.

Broadcasting on 40 stations nationwide, including affiliates in Philadelphia, Sacramento, Portland, Indianapolis, Pittsburgh, Milwaukee and Austin, The Woody Show is available on iHeartRadio.com and the iHeartRadio mobile app.  The program, which also has a popular YouTube channel including an animated podcast, joined AFN Radio’s (American Forces Network Radio) alternative music channel “Freedom Radio” in November 2017, reaching American service men and women stationed across the globe.
